Habernickel Park Use Policy for MSC Practices and Games  
Purpose

This document sets forth the policies and procedures which apply to the use of Habernickel Park for practices and games by coaches, parents and players. It is important to note that the use of this facility in Spring 2006 will be the first use of this location by sports organizations in Ridgewood.  All activities at Habernickel must be conducted with appropriate respect for the surrounding residents of the area. Proper use of this facility from the outset will be essential to maintain the ability of MSC and other organizations to continue to use this facility in the future.  
Location: Habernickel Park is located at 1037 Hillcrest Road, Ridgewood, NJ 07450

It is a small-sided field only.

A. Availability of Habernickel Park
Habernickel Park is only available to MSC teams on a scheduled game or practice basis. The field must not be used by a team unless the appropriate fields coordinator for the MSC has approved use by a team. Doug Wamsley (wamsleyd@msn.com) is currently the person to contact when requesting field time at Habernickel.
Habernickel has no lights and may not be used after dusk. Game and practice times are scheduled to end BEFORE this time. 

B. Parking

Parking at Habernickel is only permitted in the designated parking lot, and the overflow parking area in the rear of the facility near the barn. No parking is permitted in the driveway leading to the designated parking area or the overflow area. 
No parking is permitted on any streets adjoining the field, in the driveways to the designated parking lots or on grass areas surrounding the field. Please respect the rights of adjoining residents and do not park in any area other than the designated parking area. 
Please observe the speed limit at all times.  

C. Facility Use
Parents, coaches and players are expected to conduct themselves in a respectful manner at all times while at Habernickel. All coaches, or persons in charge of a group using the fields, are responsible for the conduct of all participants, players, spectators, or persons connected with the activity. Other requirements include the following:

-all trash must be placed in the receptacles. Users are expected to leave the facility in the same condition in which it was found, or better.

-Warm-ups for the next scheduled team must be performed so as to not interfere with the existing team use and so as to not endanger the welfare of any other person.  

-Use of alcoholic beverages or controlled substances of any kind, use of profane, threatening, insulting, indecent or abusive language is prohibited.  

-Stay off any newly seeded areas.

-Conduct all activities within the designated area of the field.  

If you receive a complaint or inquiry from a resident near the Habernickel facility please be sure to forward that comment to the MSC President, Jim Boyce jb_icesurfer@yahoo.com for resolution. It is important that coaches, parents and players do not act in a confrontational manner to any resident or other individual.  

As with other fields, a thorough review of the field before beginning practice or a game is a necessary safety precaution. Goals must be appropriately secured to ensure adequate safety. All goals must be locked when practice or a game is completed. D. Field Closing Due to Weather
Habernickel field is subject to the determination of field playing conditions on a daily basis by the Director of Parks and Recreation, like all other Ridgewood fields. On weekdays, final determination will be placed on the Parks department hotline 201-670-5565 *5 by 2pm. In addition, the MSC hotline number is 201-612-1281. 
If you arrive at the field and it appears that injury may result to participants or damage to the playing surface, it is your responsibility to close the field.  Users must notify the VP of Field Administration, Michael Cobb or Ed Caliendo, if they have closed the field so other users questioning whether to use the field can be advised. 
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
